Award Description

The Canucks for Kids Fund made a 10-year contribution to establish and build the Childhood Diabetes Laboratories at the BC Children’s Hospital. Over the past decade the gift has brought sustained, annual support that has been invested in collaborative activities, catalyst grants, training awards, trainees, and operations. 

As the current CFKF commitment is ending, there is a last opportunity to offer clinical research seed grants to the those interested in establishing diabetes-related clinical research projects at BCCH. 

There is a total amount of $30,000 available for investment in clinical research pilot projects.
BCCH site members are eligible for funding up to $15,000.00 (CDN). Funding may be used for research targeted at improving the lives of children with diabetes in British Columbia.

A CFKF Clinical Research Pilot Grant may be used to support:

· Personnel: support technical staff or graduate trainees required to carry out the research, including Literature Review, Biostatistics, Ethics Submission, etc
· Laboratory supplies/tests: costs of supplies for diabetes-specific projects; 
· Small equipment: identify technology you need to stimulate new directions in diabetes research;
Eligibility & Review Criteria

The competition is open to full-time members of the CFKF Childhood Diabetes Laboratories or Clinicians in the Dept of Pediatrics at BCCH who have not held BCCHR Canucks for Kids Funding in the last 12 months. Clinicians who are interested in diabetes research and who are not currently affiliated with the BCCHR Diabetes Research Group are encouraged to apply.
The lead investigator should be a BCCH clinician or fellow interested in establishing a diabetes research program at BCCH. Co-applicants, who are members of the BCCHR Diabetes Group and can provide research mentorship, are encouraged but not required. Successful applicants will be encouraged to join the BCCHR and BCCHR Diabetes Research Group if eligible.
Proposals will be reviewed by arm’s length reviewers for relevance to childhood diabetes and feasibility.
Award Term

· Funding will be for one year with a budget of up to $15,000.00

· Awards are not renewable

· Funds may be used for research expenses including technician and trainee salaries, consumables, travel (up to $2000), publications costs (up to $2000), and small equipment (up to $6000). Funds may not be used for PI salaries.
Application

The applicant should provide:

1. UBC Research Project Information Form;

2. A single page application describing how the funds directly relate to finding a cure for or improving the lives of children with diabetes in British Columbia;

3. A budget outlining allocation of funds;
4. A CIHR-, JDRF- or NIH-style Biosketch or University CV
Application format:

1. UBC Research Project Information Form 
2. One page grant cover sheet including applicant name, project title, lay title of research (for CFKF reporting), and keywords.
3. One page proposal covering items outlined below:
a. What you want to do (central hypothesis, research question, specific objectives);

b. Why this is a reasonable thing to do (brief review of previous work done on the subject matter, rationale);

c. Why this is important (new knowledge to be obtained, improvements to health which will result, relevance to childhood diabetes);

d. How you are going to do it (work plan, maximum 1-year timeline, analysis and interpretation of results, pitfalls, alternatives);

e. Why it should be done by you (relevant prior experience and skills, benefit to your research trajectory, collaborators where needed)
4. Up to 2 pages for references and supporting information
